point to another. The advent of artificial satellites has
marked a new age in the history of global communication.

The real stars are
like our sun. They shine of themselves because they are
very hot and burning. In reality, our sun itself is a star, only
it looks bigger, as it is nearer and we see it as a great ball of
fire.
